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SERC — A Unique Operational Model

The SERC programs are funded by private donations from
individual or group sponsors, who may designate their contributions
to specific program activities or authorize the Education and
Science Society (ESS) to allocate the funds according to need.
This flexible structure enables sponsors to support education in
rural China through a range of activities and funding options.

Sponsors receive feedback documentation for each activity. ESS
encourages sponsors to correspond directly with and visit the
schools and/or students they support.

ESS functions as a bridge between the sponsors and the
beneficiaries of the SERC programs. It is responsible for program
planning, fundraising, coordination, implementation and supervision.

ESS has been promoting cultural and educational exchange
between China and the US for the past 25 years. Since 1988 it has
focused in particular on supporting education in rural China. The
SERC programs have been favorably reported by the news media
both inside and outside China. It is estimated that about 3 million
rural students, teachers and residents have benefited from these
programs.

The SERC programs are planned, implemented and supervised by
professionals in the US and China. Apart from their professional
knowledge and experience, they have a good understanding of
both western and Chinese culture.

ESS sets the rules and regulations for each SERC program. It
pilots all new programs and makes necessary adjustments and
amendments before taking them to an expanded scale.

Program implementation is facilitated by local representatives in
China according to rules and regulations set by ESS. They work
with local educational institutions and communities to identify
schools and students to be supported by the SERC programs,
provide liaison and support through every step of program
implementation, and ensure that the targeted funds from ESS are
handled and used properly.

All ESS personnel in the US and China are volunteers who
dedicate their time and service without receiving any remuneration.
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ARSLs: Operational Procedures

ESS provincial representatives work with local institutions and communities to identify schools
that meet ESS selection criteria, help the schools through the process of application and
signing agreements, guide them in the selection and purchase of suitable locally published
books, and ensure the proper distribution of ESS allocated funds.

ARSL schools stamp the sponsor’'s name on each book, catalog the books and put them on
designated library shelves that are regularly open to students, teachers and local residents.
After a year's operation, the ARSL schools provide feedback information via ESS to the
sponsor, including receipts and lists of books purchased, thank you letters, book reports and
photographs of the opening and use of the library.

A contribution of US$600 supports one ARSL. 85% of contributions are used for the purchase
of books, 5% for essay contests and teachers training conferences, and 10% for administrative
expenses in the US and China.

SERC Scholarships: Operational Procedures

ESS representatives work with local institutions and school communities to identify students in
need according to ESS criteria. Scholarship funds may be sent directly to the student recipient
or to his/her school, and are kept in special accounts from which withdrawals are made each
term to pay for the student’s books and miscellaneous school fees.

ESS representatives verify that the scholarship recipients sign for these expenses, that the
parents are informed, and that the funds are used for their intended purposes.

Sponsors receive each year via ESS feedback information including personal details of the
scholarship recipients, signed receipts, thank you letters, study reports and transcripts.
Scholarship awards per year are at US$100 per junior secondary student, US$200 per senior
secondary/vocational student with disabilities, and US$400 per college student. 90% of
contribution pays for the student’s books, miscellaneous school fees and/or room and board;
10% for ESS administrative expenses in the US and China (postage, telephone/fax
communication, transportation, etc.). Support for students with disabilities at the primary or
junior secondary levels (US$100 per student per year) may also be considered.

Procedures

ESS representatives work with local education bureaus to help qualified schools apply for the
project. Schools should already be effectively implementing other ESS projects (such as ARSL
or scholarship programs), express strong interest in developing music programs, have
adequate teaching staff, and be able to provide a music room, a designated music teacher and
storage for musical equipment. The school principal should be dedicated to his work and have
leadership and administrative capabilities.

Application forms (signed by the school principal) and draft agreement (signed by the local
ESS representative, the local education bureau, and the school principal) should be submitted
to ESS by end-March each year. Awards are announced by end-May. Musical instruments
should be bought and delivered to the school before school opening in September.

Feedback material for sponsors (receipts, thank you letters, progress report, photos, etc.)
should be sent by the school to ESS by end-January the following year.

Schools may re-apply for consideration of a follow-up project if they do well in the first project.
Each project provides assistance of US$500 for the purchase of appropriate musical
instruments and relevant material.
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ESS has been able to keep an extremely low
expense-to-donated funds ratio because it has no
paid staff and does not rent any office space. At least
90% of donated funds go directly to the beneficiaries

as scholarship awards; to purchase library books,
teaching material, equipment and facilities; and to
support activities to improve teaching and learning in
rural schools (e.g., essay contests and basic
education conferences).

Only 10% or less of donations is used for
administrative expenses in China and in the USA,
comprising the costs of postage, printing, telephone
and fax communication, and transportation for local
representatives in China.
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Financial Management and Accountability of the SERC Program Series
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ESS was registered in 1981 as a charitable organization in the State of New York and since 1983 has
been granted tax deductible status as a non-profit educational organization by the US federal government.

ESS accounts are audited and approved by a registered accounting firm each year. ESS submits annual
tax returns to the US government and an annual application to the Combined Federal Campaign with the
audit report.

The Center for Educational Research and Development, Ministry of Education of China, signed a
Memorandum of Understanding with ESS in 2001, pledging cooperation and assistance in the
implementation of the SERC program series in the provinces/counties.

All SERC project agreements are stamped and signed by the relevant county education bureaus, school
principals, ESS local representatives and ESS project managers.

Rules and regulations are specified for the administration of each project, including the division of
responsibilities, provision of feedback material, as well as regular assessment of and feedback on the
project.

All ESS local representatives in China are required to submit to ESS annual performance reports and a
budget summary on all the projects within his/her jurisdiction.

The county bureaus, schools, provincial/county representatives and sponsors will receive copies of the
relevant agreements specifying the project amount, enabling supervision of the use of funds at each level.
All SERC project sponsors will receive via ESS a feedback package, including invoices and receipts.

All SERC program material is stored in an ESS database and general information is available on the ESS
website.
